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Rob Liefeld, comic book artist/illustrator 
 
 Rob Liefeld is a renowned comic book artist/illustrator whose works have sold more 
than 60 million copies worldwide. Known for a unique, visual style, Liefeld recognized his 
love for drawing at an early age and soon began his career in the world of comics working 
with Marvel Comics. At Marvel, he sky-rocketed to fame, infusing his style into the popular 
books “The New Mutants,” which was later revamped as “X-Force,” and “Hawk and Dove,” 
while co-creating popular X-Men characters such as Cable and Deadpool. In 1992, Liefeld 
and several colleagues left Marvel to form Image Comics, the first major company catering to 
creator-owned comic books. 
 
 Liefeld crafted Image’s first published book, “Youngblood,” which became the highest-
selling independent book at the time, selling over 2 million copies. Liefeld has now joined 
forces with 12 Gates Productions as a founding partner and artist to develop the 
“Armageddon Now” seven-book graphic novel series. Liefeld’s characters, Corbin, Jada and 
Saduj, can be seen in the first book, “Armageddon Now: World War 3,” now available at 
specialty comic book stores.
